* Annunciation means announcement 

*  Hail Maryéhail means rejoiceé 

*  From the moment we meet Mary, we know sheõs special 

*  Full of graceéyou know she is favoured by God 

* The Lord is with youéwe see how this is used by the angels to 
summon when God wants you to work a mission through your 
humannessé 

* Dogma of Immaculate conception ð Mary conceived full of grace 
in her motherõs womb 

* How did Mary take the news from angel Gabriel?  

* Letõs put ourselves in Maryõs shoes and consider why she would 
be troubled? Sha! 
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*  I am the handmaid of the Lord  

*  Be it done to me according to thy word!  

*  Something big will be asked of heré 

*  Mary rises above her own emotions and stays 

in dialogue with Godé 

*  Mary is troubled but not enslaved by fear  
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*Do we submit everything to His will?  

*Do we struggle with the everyday challenges? 

*What can we learn from Mary? 
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* òBlessed are you among women and blessed is the fruit of 
your wombéó 

*  Mary goes in haste to see Elizabeth 

*  Elizabeth greets Mary with titles of honour  

*  Blessed are you among womené an honour given to women 
in the Old Testament for crushing the head of enemy leaders  

*  Messianic prophecy: The woman will have a son who will 
crush the serpentõs head 

* Mother of my Lordérefers to the KingéJesus 

* Queen Motheréas during the time, the king had many wives 
so the queen was the Kingõs motheréof royal authority 

* The Ark of the Covenant makes a similar journey  
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*  Queen of heaven and earth 

*  Counsellor to the king  

*  Advocate for the people  

*  Intercessory role 
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*  The Ark held the stone tablets; Aaronõs staff 

and manna, Godõs presence 

*  Mary is the new Ark, carrying the new manna, 

the fulfilment of the Law, the true high priest, 

the presence of God 
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*  A narrative pause in Lukeõs action packed 

gospelé 

 

*  The first part focuses on the Lordõs blessings 

to Mary  

*  Second part describes Godõs coming blesssings 

to Israel  
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*  Imitate Maryõs humility where she is made the 

Queen of Godõs son, yet she magnifies the Lord 

*  How God doesnõt always call the equipped but 

equips the called.  

*  Nothing is impossible for Godéas he gives 

Elizabeth a woman past child bearing age, a 

child!  

*What God does in Maryéhe wants to do for all 
of usé 
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*òAndéMary gave birth to her first-born sonéó 

*  Mary is uprooted from her home and takes an 

arduous journeyéending in the birth of the 

king in a manger.  

*  Birth of her babyéKing of the worldéin a 

manger 
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*  A difficult journey ð in the last trimester of her 
pregnancy 

*  No place at the inn  

*   

*Wrapped in swaddling clothsé 

*  In extreme povertyéshe cannot give the Son of 
God even what mothers usually offer a 
newborn babyéinstead she lays him in a 
manger instead of a cradle.  
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*  In all of Maryõs challenges, you donõt hear a 
narrative where she complainséshe was 
humané she had dreams and wishes to be 
fulfilledé 

*  Instead, she turns prayerfully, humbly 
accepting and pondering in her heart.  

*  What can we do when we receive less than 
fair treatment at work or play?  

*  What can we do when things donõt turn out 
the way weõd hoped?
